Thefollowing diagram shows a reverse loop with 8 DPOT, The swilch allows you to change the palarity of the
reverse lbop section. Before a loco erosses the lirst solating gap you must make sure the polarity of reverse loop section
and main rack are matched at the first. gap (W not Nip the switch.) Otherwise il will cause a short circull. Alter the loco
passes1he lirsl gap cormpletely, you need o change the polarity of the reverse loop section by flipping the switch &o that the
polanty of the reverse lnop section and main track are matched at the second gap. Il the loco which passes the first 0ap is
the standard loco, you need 1o Nlip the switeh and push its direction button on the Command 2000 as well
